SILVER BIRCH FOLLOW-UP ACTIVITIES    2016             

1.  Think-Tac-Toe

For our Silver Birch activities this year, we will be using a Think-Tac-Toe!  You need to choose 3 activities from the sheet - the only rule is that they must be 3 in a row (horizontally, vertically or diagonally).  You will be able to choose which book you want to respond to each of the activities.  You must choose a different book for each activity.  Please make certain to include lots of detail and proof from the book (  HAVE FUN!.
2. Non-fiction
Before beginning one of your non-fiction books, fill in the first column of “Things I Think I Know” on the “Questioning” sheet.  Then fill in the column of “Things I Wonder” (just by looking at the book, and thinking about its title).  Have the sheet initialed by Miss Redmond – before starting the book.  As you read through the book, check off whether you were correct about the things you thought you knew (if they were in the book), and fill in the answers to the things you were wondering (also if they were in the book).  Finally, fill in the “Things I Learned From This Book” column.  
3. For any Silver Birch book

Write a letter to the author. Follow the format you have been taught in class.  Please remember that 

if you are going to give the author constructive feedback, it must be done 
in a positive manner 

(hence the term constructive feedback!).  You MUST have it proofread by me before sending it.

Submit the response you get from the author with the letter (if they respond)!

4.  Extras

You are welcome to speak with Mrs. Eisses or Miss Redmond for extra activities - or even better, design your own!  Also watch for the contest posters!  See the next page for a few examples
Bonus examples:  (for any Silver Birch book)

a)         Pretend that you are a talk show host who has the main character of the story as a guest. Write an interesting introduction of your guest, and prepare four relevant questions that you will ask him or her.  You can even film the interview if you like!

b)
Design a poster for Book Week or a new cover, that would encourage people to read your book.

c) 
If the book has a villain, explain why his or her punishment was justified.  If you feel it wasn’t, what punishment would you give to the character and why?

d)
Anything you like (music video, song lyrics, illustrations from the book) – have them preapproved


(I also have a list of activities if you need ideas ()
e)
Write a letter (and a response) that one character might have written to another about an 

issue from the story.

f)
Write a poem based on key facts from your book

Don’t forget to keep up with your Silver Birch reading log.  I would encourage you to set a goal of completing 10 books by the beginning of March break (March 11th), or at least half of your goal.  This is approximately half way, and should keep you on track to successfully complete all 20 books or your personal goal!  Also try to read some of each fiction and non-fiction along the way!
If you read all 20 books, you can begin some of the Silver Birch Express, or see Mrs. Eisses for Red Maple suggestions (as some are not appropriate for juniors).

If you are participating in Battle of the Books (BOB) you may talk to me about incorporating some of those books into your goal.  Also watch for the Silver Birch books on your BOB list, as many are often on both!
